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PREFACE. 

The  Registers  of  this  Parish,  from  1563  to  18 12,  are  con- 
tained in  five  Voliimes  as  follows : — 

Volume  I.  is  bound  in  parchment,  and  measures  16^  in. 
long  by  6^  in.  wide,  and  contains  sixty  parchment,  and  24 
paper  leaves.  The  Baptisms  begin  1563  and  end  in  1646. 
Burials  from  1563  to  1644,  and  from  1678  to  1694.  There 
appear  to  be  none  between  1644  and  1678.  Marriages  from 
1562  to  1643. 

A  note  says  that  the  entries  between  1646  and  1694  were 
burnt  in  a  fire  that  occurred  at  Bailey  House  (the  Vicarage)  in    • 

1694.     The  Burials,  1678  to  1694,  presumably  were  kept  in  a 
separate  Volume,  since  bound  up  in  this  Volume. 

Volume  II.  is  also  bound  in  parchment,  and  measures  14^ 
in.  long  by  6  in.  wide,  and  consists  of  180  paper  pages,  and 
contains  Baptisms,  1695  to  1746;  Burials,  1695  to  1746;  and 
Marriages,  1695  to  1745.  In  this  Volume  also  are  separate 
entries  of  Marriages  at  Lychet  Minster,  17 19  to  1737,  and 
Corfe  Mullen,  17 17  to  1742,  which  were  chapelries  in  this 
Parish. 

Volume  III.  is  also  bound  in  parchment,  and  measures 

16^  in.  long  by  6}^  in.  wide,  and  consists  of  214  paper  pages, 
of  which  164  are  used,  and  contains  Baptisms  and  Burials  from 

1746  to  18 1 3,  and  Marriages,  1746  to  1754. 

Voliune  IV.  is  the  ordinary  printed  book  of  forms  for  Mar- 

riages and  Banns.    It  measures  14^  in.  long  by  9^  in.  wide.

and  has  nineteen  pages,  four  entries  on  each  page.  It  embraces 

the  period  1754  to  1772  and  is  bound  in  parchment. 

Volume  V.  is  similar  to  the  last,  but  has  three  entries  on  a 

page,  and  is  bound  in  whole  calf,  and  contains  the  period 

1772  to  1 81 2;  only  the  first  sixty-seven  pages  are  used. 

Besides  the  above  Registers  there  is  also  the  Parish  Clerk's 
rough  memorandum  book  of  entries  of  Baptisms  and  Burials. 

It  commences  on  9th  August,  1764,  and  comes  down  in  the 

Baptisms  to  6th  February,  1803,  and  in  the  Burials  to 

13th  April,  1806.  It  has  been  compared  with  the  original 

Registers,  and  any  differences  are  enclosed  within  square 
brackets.

2.  A    charter    of    Joc[eHn],    Bishop    of    Sarum,    ratifying    an 

agreement  of  Walter,  the  clerk  of  Esturminstre,  to  pay 
60s.  a  year  for  ever  to  Pont  Adomar.  (Not  dated,  but 
between   1 1 6a — 1 1 64). 

3.  A  charter  of   Robert,  Count  of   Meulan,   stating  that  Pont 
Adomar  having  at  his  entreaty  granted  to  Richard  the 
clerk,  brother  of  Vauquelin,  his  knight,  the  church  of 
St.  Peter  of  Esturminstre,  the  said  Richard  has  sworn 

to  pay  annually   10   marks  of  silver.     (Date  after  1165). 

4.  A  charter  of  Robert,  Count  of  Meulan,  that  his  son  Peter, 
having  got  the  church  of  St.  Peter,  of  Sturminster 
Marshall,  will  pay  4^  marks  at  Midsummer  and  a^  at 
Christmas.  Brother  Ralph  and  all  who  shall  hereafter 
serve  at  Esturminstre  are  to  see  the  money  duly  paid.

"cantafium"  to  be  erased  and  the  word 

"  personam "  to  be  written,  intending  to 
defraud  the  King  of  the  fruits  of  the 

church,  which  the  vicar  holds  as  appro- 
priated. The  King  now  revokes  the  pre- 
sentation, and  will  shortly  have  something 

to  say  to  the  said  William  touching  the 
said  forgery.
